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Membership forms have been revised and players/parents must sign in
all three (3) places.

All forms (membership, club director, background screens, sanction for
practice and tryouts, etc need to be accompanied with payment or/and
sent with team/club registration.

Two (2) Liberos per set will be allowed this season. For more
information contact Cara (cara@ncrusav.org or ext.

Due to new state laws, concussion information is included in the
registration packet and on our website. Please follow the guidelines in
your state.

IMPACT CERTIFICATION-AIl coaches must be IMPACT certified (Certification
is REQUIRED to coach at any NATIONAL QUALIFIER OR NATIONALS). See
our website for dates/locations and a list of IMPACT certified coaches. We are in
the process of verifying if all coaches are IMPACT certified. If they are not
IMPACT certified they must get certified as soon as possible.

BACKGROUND SCREENING-AII registered adult individuals working with junior
teams must be screened. The following will be screened: Club director, club
administrators, team reps, coaches, chaperones and trainers. All screens are good
for two membership seasons. A cleared list for the 2010-11 season is posted on our
website and these people DO NOT need to be screened this season.

JUNIOR OFFICIATING CLINICS-AIl coaches and any player who will be R1, R2
or scorekeeper must attend an officials clinic. Libero tracker, line judges and score
flippers do not need to attend an officials clinic. See www.ncrusav.org for dates and
locations. The rulebooks you will receive this year will be good for two seasons 2012
and 2013.

PRESIDENTS’ DAY FESTIVAL -At all age levels (12-18) for the gold divisions
there will be paid up officials all weekend. Silver and Bronze divisions will have
officials for Sunday playoffs only. The 14 Bronze and 16 Bronze divisions will be
held in Rochester, MN.
